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Dear First & Second Grade Parents,
As we enter 2012, it is important that we revise our previously introduced car seat policy.  With the new law introduced by Governor Jerry Brown, we have had to adjust our original policy.  The new law states that all children must ride in a booster seat up until age 8 or until they reach 4 feet 9 inches-whichever comes first.  
So, what does this mean for our upcoming field trips?


ALL children MUST provide their own booster seat for all trips.  This will mean that on the day of the trip your child will need to carry their own booster seat to the classroom, to the car they will be riding in and then back to the classroom when the trip is over.  Parent drivers, chaperones and teachers will not be responsible for transporting booster seats.  First and Second grade children are strong and responsible enough to carry this type of seat so this should not be a problem. 


It will be extremely important that parents and children remember to bring the booster seat on the day of the field trip.  Often times, there is not a lot of time between the beginning of school and the trip for parents to return to school with the seat.  It is the law that all children ride in a booster seat, so children who do not bring theirs booster seat will not be allowed to go on the trip.  We will however, make every effort possible to get the booster seat to school before we leave.  Working together we can alleviate any problems and make this new policy run smoothly.
